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Carols Moedas is a member of the European Commission, and 
is Commissioner in charge of the portfolio on Research, Science 
and Innovation. Born in Portugal, he graduated with a degree in Civil 
Engineering from the Instituto Superior Técnico (IST) in Lisbon in 
1993, and studied at École Nationale des Ponts et Chaussées in Paris. 
He worked as an engineer in France until 1998. He received an MBA 
from Harvard Business School in 2000, and afterwards worked at the 
London branch of Goldman Sachs. In 2004, he returned to Portugal to 
work at Aguirre Newman as Managing Director, and in 2008 founded 
his own investment company, Crimson Investment Management. In 
2011 he was elected to the National Parliament of Portugal, and was 
appointed Secretary of State to the Prime Minister. In 2014, he was 
nominated as European Commissioner.
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
